	Version 2.00 provides the following enhancements and fixes the following identified bugs:

Added direct access to formatted MS Excel generated reports.

==============================

Version 1.04 allowed a user to select non-executable files as the ‘default browser’. Version 2.00 was modified so that the 'selected default browser dialog' only accepts executable files.

==============================

In many of the version 1.04 dialog boxes, the action of several buttons were not implemented correctly. In most instances, pressing the ‘Enter’ key on the keyboard when the ‘Enter’ button was highlighted within a dialog box did not result in any action. In most cases, new JAVA dialog boxes had to be created. The next 4 fixes corrected the problems with the dialog boxes. 

Implemented custom dialog box to replace the standard JAVA warning dialog box. The new box handles 'Enter' key correctly.

The search dialog box in v2.00 of ASSET-Manager did not function correctly and did not return search results accurately. Version 2.00 reimplemented the search dialog box and the stored procedure that performs the actual search.

==============================

When starting ASSET-Manager, it was common to see a wide/fixed divider bar. This was a cosmetic issue that could be resolved by clicking on the divider bar. Version 2.00 fixed this divider bar problem.

==============================

The status line output at the bottom of the ASSET screen could appear garbled if multiple processes were underway. Version 2.00 fixed the status line output at the bottom of the screen so text doesn't appear garbled

==============================

Removed Unused code (Log File).

=============================

Enhanced Error Messages. Now every error message has a numeric ID associated with it, so it is easy to locate the source of the error in the source code when diagnosing the problems during support calls.

=============================

Changed the file format of the new assessments, the new tool outputs the assessments that could include special characters such as & < > ! @ # etc.  The only prohibited character sequence in the assessments is ']]>'.  Also new file format includes the version number of the ASSET tool.

=============================

Now warning message is displayed when the user is trying to import the assessment that already exists in the database. The user can indicate whether to overwrite the assessment or not.

=============================

After importing a set of assessments the dialog box is displayed showing all the assessments that were imported into the database.

=============================

Several reports are now generated through Microsoft Excel.

=============================

Fixed 'delete assessment' operation. Older version sometimes would leave entries in the components table. Usually when the same system number is used in several assessments. 

=============================

Fixed stored procedure  'getSummarySystemSensitivity' older version produced incorrect results when there were several assessments with the same system number in them.

The changes from version 1.04 to version 2.00 will not change the results of the data in any existing assessments. It simply changes the way ASSET behaves.

To perform a clean installation of ASSET version 2.00 or upgrade from the installed ASSET version 1.04 to 2.00, download the ASSET user manual and read Appendix G for further instructions.
